1. The meeting was called to order by John Comer, Council President and Clay Andrews, Commissioner President.

2. Pledge of Allegiance was led by John Comer, Council President.
3. New Business:

a. Meeting Agenda Approval — Weston-Hubner requested to add Highway Pickup Truck Leases to the agenda. Brian Jordan made a
motion to approve the amended agenda with a second from Sharon Hutchison, all voted in favor.

b. Comer requested clarification on the abatement deduction schedule vote. Sharon Hutchison made a motion to approve the amended
February 23, 2021 Meeting Minutes with a second from Derek Puterbaugh, all voted in favor.

c. 2021 Amended Salary Ordinance — Brian Jordan made a motion to approve Ordinance #2021-0524A with a second from Sharon
